Required Qualifications: Participation is open to all team members who are duly registered, have 
paid the registration fee.

Participants are divided into 5 age categories. 
The year of birth determines the age category (not the full date of birth).

• Category B: 31-40 years – (1995 – 1986)  W6-7K / M7-8K W4K / M5K 
• Category C: 41-50 years – (1985 – 1976)  W5-6K / M6-7K W3,5K / M4K 
• Category D: 51-60 years – (1975 – 1966)  W4-5K / M6-7K W3K / M3,5K 
• Category E: Over 60 – (born in 1965 or earlier) W3-4K/M4-5K W3K / M3K  

Team Competition: A team is 3 participant from same Company, 
gender neutral.  
The result of all 3 participants counts in the Team result! 
The result is the individual team participant's position in their own 
race. A 1st place is 1 point and a 10th place is 10th point etc. The 
team with the lowest score is the winner. We will choose a winner in 
both long and middle distance.

Starting procedure: 
3 minutes interval between competitors in the same category. 
Starting order after draw, where the Companies will be mixed within each 
category. 
 
Maps: 
Scale W/H -40: 1:10.000 
Scale W/H 41+: 1:7.500 
Contour Interval: 2,5 m 

Electronic Control System:  
Emit. 
Emit Cards will be provided by the organizer and must be returned. 

Presentation: Participants must be present at the check-in station at the sport facility 30 
minutes before the start of the run. If the participants arrive at start point too 
late, they can start but the time starts from the official start time! 

Results: The results will be published on the official information system 
“Goodiepack”, in the orienteering section. There will be live results. 

Doping: Participation is not allowed if you have tested positive in a doping-test 2 
years before! 
There can be unannounced doping test – if so participant is obliged to be 
tested. 

Protests: All protests related to the conduct of the championship must be submitted 
in writing to the Head Judge at the local sport facilitation within a maximum 
of 30 minutes after the conclusion of the match, accompanied by a deposit 
of €30.00, which will be refunded if the appeal is accepted.  

Final Provisions: Each participant travels and participates in the Games at their own risk. The 
organization is responsible only for first aid. It is mandatory to always carry a 
copy of personal insurance policy.
